Dear parents,

We are pleased to announce the details for this year’s Book Rental Scheme. It has been a great success to date, reducing costs and effort for parents, and we are making more improvements again this year. We are making extra books/programmes available at no extra cost, spelling books are being printed professionally and we are giving people a €5 reduction for paying online. This year, for the first time, we are also going to sell all booklist items in the school, including additional requirements like copies, folders and stationery.

We are delighted to be able to offer this service to parents, but we are also conscious of the enormous workload operating a scheme of this size entails, on a voluntary basis. We particularly want to ensure that the operation of this scheme minimises disruption to teaching time. With this in mind, we are streamlining the process to make it more efficient for us to run. 

Parents can pay for Book Rental online using their debit cards and also have the option of purchasing the written-in work books, and the option of purchasing the additional equipment required. This year, the rental books and the workbooks can be brought home before the summer holidays. Anyone who purchases additional equipment will have it waiting in their class in September in a pack.

18th of May: Booklists go out
19th of May: People can begin paying for books/stationery on the school’s secure online payment portal, Way2Pay. Parents will receive 3 texts with the payment details, one for paying Book Rental, one for workbooks and one for stationery. This payment constitutes the rental agreement and automatically provides a receipt.
16th June: Anyone who has paid towards rental fees before this date will have first option on picking rental books for the following year. During the school day on this date, children will pick their rental textbooks for the following year, write their name on them and scan them out on our book management system, according to the first-come-first-served list. They will then take the rental textbooks home. This will be the only date where rental books can be picked. Anyone who has yet to pay towards their books/stationery but does so after this date will have their books/stationery waiting for them in their classroom in September. 
If paid for, workbooks and stationery will be waiting for them in their classroom in September.
Each family pays rental for 1 child ONLY. Younger brothers & sisters go FREE
